INTERPRETIVE INFORMATION: Mercury, Urine

Urinary mercury levels predominantly reflect acute or chronic
elemental or inorganic mercury exposure. Urine concentrations in
unexposed individuals are typically less than 10 ug/L. 24 hour
urine concentrations of 30 to 100 ug/L may be associated with
subclinical neuropsychiatric symptoms and tremors.
Concentrations greater than 100 ug/L can be associated with
overt neuropsychiatric disturbances and tremors. Urine mercury
Tevels may be useful in monitoring chelation therapy.
