A positive anti-phospholipase A2 receptor (PLA2R) antibody 
result by ELISA or IFA in conjunction with clinical symptoms and 
other laboratory findings is suggestive of primary membranous 
nephropathy (pMN). Absence of circulating anti-PLA2R receptor 
autoantibodies does not rule out a diagnosis of pMN. Anti-PLA2R 
antibody titers due to its high predictive value can be useful 
for assessing disease severity and monitoring clinical 
remission. In patients with pMN undergoing treatment, low 
antibody titers are associated with disease remission and high 
titers indicate loss of kidney function and need for aggressive 
therapeutic approach.
